New Provisions_________________________________________
The Legislative Council will establish an interim study committee to examine and make recommendations for ways to help small businesses that do not require direct financial assistance. The committee will also identify potential legislative changes that could improve business licensing, regulatory compliance, and tax collection procedures. The study committee will consist of five members of the House of Representatives, five members of the Senate, and five members of the general public who are also small business owners. The study committee will work with the following state agencies to study ways to improve the state’s business licensing procedures: Department of Economic Development, the Department of Inspections and Appeals, the Insurance Division of the Department of Commerce, the Department of Natural Resources, the Professional Licensing and Regulation Bureau of the Banking Division of the Department of Commerce, the Department of Public Health, the Department of Public Safety, the Department of Revenue, the Secretary of State, and the Department of Workforce Development.
In preparation to assist the interim study committee, the state agencies listed above must conduct an internal review to identify and prioritize their business and business licensing procedures. The state agencies shall provide all necessary assistance to the interim study committee in making recommendations to the General Assembly.

The interim study committee shall submit its recommendations to the General Assembly on or before January 14, 2011.
